IAFF 14TH DISTRICT POLICY

(AMENDED 2008)

1.  
The Vice President of the 14th District shall be the Chairman of all District Caucuses.


2.  
The Host Local will handle the accommodations for all caucuses, and the 14th District Vice President will 
set up the agenda.  The Vice President is to consult with host local on invitations.

3.  
The 14th District Caucus will refrain from making mandates or endorsements on candidates for any IAFF office.  However, the members assembled at any caucus may mandate the V.P. to vote on any matter, which may come before the convention, or any matter, which may come up at a meeting of the IAFF 
Executive Board.

4.
The 14th District V.P. will maintain correspondence with all locals within the District informing them of all important matters taking place within the District.  Also, the V.P. will include, in such correspondence, 30 days prior to any caucus, matters, which can be expected to be on the agenda.  The Secretary of the caucus will furnish the Chairman a copy of the minutes within 30 days following the caucus, and the Chairman will forward these minutes to the locals.
5. The Host Local will furnish the Secretary for the caucus.
6.    Immediately after all delegates present sign the roster at all caucuses, the Chairman will appoint a
Policy Committee of five (5) delegates to study and update the policies of the 14th District and report
back to the caucus on the last day of such meeting.  Partial reports may be made at anytime.  Any
changes in the existing policy shall become effective immediately.

7.
The attendance of any guest, including IAFF officers and employees, with the exception of the 14th 
District V.P., shall be restricted to the first day of the caucus , if possible.  The second day of the caucus 
shall be reserved for the internal business of the District.

8.
The 14th District Vice President shall regularly report to the members of the District, especially at each 
caucus, on the operations, functions and structure of the IAFF which could stand improvement, so that the 
members of such caucus, as well as locals within the District, will be better prepared to draft resolutions for 
the IAFF Conventions for the betterment of the IAFF.

9.
The Host Local will furnish all delegates to the caucus a copy of existing policy on registration day.  A 
roster will be provided to the secretary to record the attendance of all delegates to the 14th District Caucus.

10.
On issues that come up during the 14th District Caucus, each local represented at the caucus shall have no 
more votes than the number of delegates allotted by the IAFF Constitution and Bylaws for IAFF 
Conventions, and all delegates must be present to vote.

11.
Nominations for the next Host Local will be made on the first day; the election will be on the second day or 
at the conclusion of business.  

12.
The regular caucus of the 14th District shall be at least 30 days prior to the IAFF Convention unless the 14th District V.P. calls a special caucus as he deems necessary, or unless the delegates at any caucus schedule a special caucus by a vote of those delegates.

13.
Any of these policies may be waived by a two-thirds (2/3) vote of the delegates present and voting.

14. Any District member appointed to a committee at the IAFF Convention shall vote the convictions of the 14th 

      District.

15. Any amendments to the 14th District policies must be submitted to the caucus policy committee upon

      Appointment of said committee reviewed and reported back to delegates assembled at caucus.

16. Registration forms will be mailed to each local at least 45 days prior to the caucus.  The early registration fee

will be $50 per delegate or alternate delegate attending.  A $75 registration fee per delegate or alternate delegate attending will be charged at the caucus for those who have not registered early. Locals are encouraged to bring as many delegates as possible to caucus.  These fees will be applied toward the expenses of hosting the caucus. If there are any excess funds from the registration charge, then the balance will be disseminated at the discretion of the delegates in attendance.
17.
The Kuhron Huddleston Award, named in honor of our former 14th District Vice President, will be given to a deserving member or Local as determined by the 14th District Vice President at each caucus. This award will be for a person or Local deserving special recognition for their union activities. The 14th District Vice President will track and publish the recipients of this award. Effective at 2002 caucus.
